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Digital Literacy Skills of Rajabhat University Undergraduate Students*
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Abstract

This quantitative investigation aimed at 1) examining digital literacy skills of 780 undergraduate
students from 38 Rajabhat Universities in Thailand and 2) comparing their digital literacy skills according to
their sex, years of study and subject fields of study using skill testing forms. The collected data were
analyzed by percentage, mean, standard deviation, and t-Test and F-test.

Analysis of the data revealed the following findings. First, the respondents on the whole
possessed as low digital literacy skills as (X=4.79) in 3 aspects: the ability to evaluate digital information
(X= 3.93), the use of information technology for managing information (4.55), and information communication
(X=4.86). Their digital literacy skills found to be at the moderate level included: an application of technology

to access information (5.18), information collecting (5.13), and creation of digital media for learning

(X=5.11). Second, the digital literacy skills of Rajabhat University students were found to vary statistically

significant according to their years of study and subject fields of study.
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
